Fees are also payable during the June and
December holidays as fees are calculated on an
annual basis and spread over 12 months,

including school holidays.

There are no additional out-of-pocket costs for
complementary programmes such as field trips.
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- KiFAS subsidy applies only to MK school fees

- Eligible families with Singapore Citizen children may apply for KiFAS subsidy, which is provided by the
Early Childhood Development Agency (ECDA), through MK.

-The family needs to meet either the Gross Monthly Household Income (HHI) or the Gross Monthly
Per Capita Income (PCl) criterion.

-Your child must attend at least one day of the kindergarten for the month to qualify for the
assistance, unless fully covered by a valid medical certificate (MC) that states the period of absence
from the centre for the entire month (subject to ECDA's approval). Failure to do so will result in the full
kindergarten fee being payable for the month.

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Info on MK registration exercise

- Online registration for 2025 K1 admissions for both Open Admissions (OA) and Early
Years Centre (EYC)* children will open from 9 a.m. on Friday, 16 February 2024 and
close at 4 p.m. on Tuesday, 20 February 2024/

- Open to Singapore Citizen and Permanent Resident children born between 2 Jan 2020
and 1 Jan 2021 (both dates inclusive).

- Register your child at https://go.gov.sg/mk-register during the registration period.
- You will be notified of the registration outcome via email by 15 April 2024.

* Eligible children from EYCs will receive an MK registration notification letter through the EYC that your child is enrolled in.
More information on the registration process will be provided in the notification letter. If you decide to register your child in
a non-partner MK, you can apply via Open Admissions (OA) registration form. Your application will be considered under the
MK OA registration and subject to the same conditions as all other OA applications.

AQutside this registration period, parents can contact the MK directly to check for vacancies.
